The extreme care with which monumental inscriptions are cut should be a constant
warning to their interpreters not to take liberties with the established text, once that text
has been carefully read and verified; and now that Rawlinson's work on the great
inscription of Darius on the Rock at Behistan has been verified, or corrected, as the case
may be, by Jackson and by King and Thompson, scholars should beware of emending
for the sake of getting a more easily explainable text.

PASSAGE 2:

Iranian languages represent a sub-branch of the Indo-European family, which were
spoken not only in Iran, but also, according to evidence from Late Antiquity, across a
geographical area extending from the Caucasus to eastern Central Asia. [1] Within the
Indo-European family, Iranian languages are most closely related to the Indo-Aryan
languages of India, and it is possible to reconstruct an intermediate prehistoric ancestor
language, (Proto-)Indo-Iranian. Three stages in the documented history of Iranian
languages are distinguished: (a) Old Iranian, up to Alexander’s conquest; (b) Middle
Iranian, up to the spread of Islam; and (c) New Iranian, Islamic period. [2]

Old Iranian languages are inflected languages, comparable in structure to Greek or
Latin. Complete texts have survived in two languages, Avestan and Old Persian. [3]
Avestan is the language of the earliest Zoroastrian scriptures, composed in eastern Iran
and transmitted orally for many centuries until recorded in a specially devised alphabet,
probably under the Sasanians. For linguistic reasons, Old Avestan must represent the
most ancient documented Iranian language, spoken perhaps ca. 1000 BCE. Old Persian
(attested ca. 521-337 BCE) was a language of southwest Iran. [4] The existence of many
other Old Iranian languages, including Median and Scythian (Saka), is indicated by
Greek, Assyrian, and Aramaic sources.

The Sasanid Empire was for more than four centuries a formidable neighbor to Rome.
[1] The relations between the two superpowers of their time were characterized by both
antagonistic interaction and periods of friendly contact. Persian history itself has long
been the domain of Orientalists; but, in recent times, the advantages of a multidisciplinary
approach have encouraged historians of the Greco-Roman world to look beyond the
boundaries of the Mediterranean region. [2] There has been a particular focus, sharpened
by the growing interest in Late Antiquity, on relations between the Late Roman and
Byzantine Empire on the one hand and the Sasanid on the other. A western perspective
continues to dominate the study of those relations, and their examination from the *‘other
side’” is still in its infancy. Nevertheless, the key element to an understanding of the
interaction between the superpowers is now more clearly recognized—namely, alternate
confrontation and coexistence.

The relationship consisted partly of warfare, and much research has been, and still is,
concentrated on the Roman—Persian wars. [3] To emphasize war, however, is to place too
much faith in the Greco-Roman sources, which like to deal with topoi that go back to
Herodotus, and thus create a highly literary and tendentious image of Sasanian society.
