When Islam entered the sophisticated world of the Byzantine Empire, the works
of Plato and Aristotle were made available to them by virtue of Syriac translators
from Greek into Arabic. [1] Of the works of Plato it was the Republic which

An eminent academic authority on Islamic theology, Joseph van Ess, produced a
number of critical editions of theological texts, including treatises on the doctrines of
postponement (irja) and predestination (gadar). Van Ess sought to explore the
historical development of kalam as well as the origin of the dialectical technique
employed by Muslim theologians. According to him, the technique centered on a
presupposed dialogue with an opponent in which a defined question is presented to
flesh out a particular idea. The attendant response to this hypothetical question would
then prompt a further series of questions and answers until an opponent ‘is forced to
admit a consequence which contradicts his own thesis’, ultimately reducing him to

silence.

Van Ess was convinced that Christian influences had exercised a key role in the
inception of kalam and that converts from Christianity had served as conduits for
the transmission of dialectical methods.

PASSAGE 3:

When Greek logic first entered the Islamic world it was treated by many thinkers
with suspicion as a foreign interloper. Logic sees itself as the most abstract
theoretical vehicle for analysis, and although it may take the form of language, it
actually regards itself as the deep structure of that language. [ 1] Natural language
has as its framework logic, and to understand language fully we need to understand
logic first. Al-Farabi, perhaps the most influential of all the mashsha’i thinkers,
presented this argument time and time again. [2]

Some thinkers opposed the introduction of logic into Islamic culture since they saw
it as setting up an alternative system of explanation to the Islamic sciences (grammar,
jurisprudence, theology etc.) and so subtly challenging the universality and self-
sufficiency of Islam itself.
