Naturescaping, also called natural landscaping, is an idea that supports local biodiversity,
rather than some sort of static, externally defined concept of what a yard “should” look
like. In naturescaping, gardeners use local plants, locally grown, to design and fill their
gardens. They work with the contours of the land rather than against them. Traditional
gardens, in contrast, adapt the land to the plant, often with a heady mix of fertilizers and
other chemicals.

Traditional gardens are largely the creation of landscape architects trained in specific
ways, coupled with a culturally induced expectation of what a yard should look like. In
this type of gardening, stock solutions are sought. While these solutions are often
beautiful, they don’t always fit the land, and often do not make use of native materials or
