The world of glassblowers is a relatively closed society with its own history, language,
customs and future. In America this world is increasingly around us, for in the past 15
years we have turned from the assembly line production of glasses with their precise
uniformity towards the unique individuality of hand-blown vessels. Each piece is as
much of an individual as the glassblower himself.

Understanding this world comes through an understanding of the glass-blowing
process. First, a gather of glass is made by inserting the blowpipe into a tank of molten
glass. This is a critical step, important to the finished vessel. In a tank furnace with an
overhead propane heat source, after skimming off unmixed particles, glass gathered
from the top will be cooler and not the quality of the preferable gather from the hotter,
deeper center.

Ifit is a mixture of the two, the glass may have cords or uneven ridges in the surface
resulting from the temperature variations within the substance. The gather or glob is
rolled into shape against the smooth surface of a steel-topped table, the marver, or in a
wooden-cupped block. At this point the glass which was melted from its basic
components of sand, soda ash, lime and potash at about 2500 degrees F, and maintained
at a blowing temperature of 2200 degrees F is about the consistency of honey.

PASSAGE 3:

The conservation and preservation of cultural heritage is one of the main concerns in
Iran today. The oldest pottery made of clay which was found in Iran dates back to 8000
B.C. Glazing, however, was developed during the reign of the Cassites (1170-750
B.C.). Pottery is the most abundant tracer in all archaeological excavations. PIXE as a
non-destructive technique has been extensively applied to this field. For archaeological
purposes, major elements and trace contents are good enough to characterize the pottery
material and to determine the clay and its sources.

The majority of the surface coating applied to ancient pottery fall into one of the two
principal types. The first involves the application of a clay-based slip with or without
the addition of mineral pigments. The second involves the information of a vitreous
layer or glaze over the pottery surface. Glazes can be of high lead, lead-alkali, alkali and
lime types. They can be transparent or opacified, typically with tin oxide; and they can

be decorated using a range of colorants, including Cobalt blue, Copper turquoise, Iron
oxide red, Manganese black and Copper/Silver luster.
It is well known that the iron content of clay, its firing condition (such as temperature,

oxidation or reduction) have important effects on the body color of clay. The clays with
lower content of iron and low firing temperature have lighter color. It is also reported
that during the filing, the Ti present in clay as an impurity can be responsible for
increasing the coloring effect of metallic oxides, especially iron oxide.
